Hey, in 2010 we brought you the Fall Classic Mixed 

Doubles League in October, followed by the already 

established Gender Team Tennis League in Janu-

ary, 2011.

Well, the answer is the new TTT Twilight Team Tennis League that 

will begin around the middle of May and end toward the end of June.  

This new league, again, owes much to the contributions of Greg 

Hlushko, who turned an idea of the STC Board into a reality. Bob 

Johnson has volunteered to be the commissioner of the league. Un-

der his guidance we are sure to see exciting and socially competitive 

league matches for the enjoyment of all STC members.  

TTT is patterned in some ways after the professional World Team 

Tennis League.  Instead of singles and doubles, our league will fea-

ture gender doubles and mixed doubles.  Moreover, we will have 

substitutions during matches. We will also be playing eight game pro 

sets rather than the best-of-three-set format we have become accus-

tomed to.  Matches will be played at SaddleBrooke on Sunday eve-

nings from 7-9 PM, followed by social time on the patio after play 

has finished.

Also, 

men only get one serve when serving to women during the mixed-

doubles play.

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Featured Member of the Month— Linda Depew

Linda was born in San Bernardino and moved to Glendale, 

California as a child.  She has a younger sister, Dotty, who 

also lives in SaddleBrooke.  She remembers a really good 

childhood with a large, extended family and lots of gather-

ings and get-togethers. She graduated from Glendale High 

School and attended UCLA. 

In college, Linda majored in education, which, as we all 

know, was typical for women back in the 60õs.  However, 

she soon realized that teaching was not for her; she really 

did not enjoy student teaching at all!  And so she went back 

to school, became a paralegal, and worked for a law firm.  It 

was just a matter of several years, however, until she be-

came a woman ahead of her time.  She soon met Chuck 

DePew, a graduate of West Point, who had recently left the 

Army.  He was working for IBM until they wanted him to relo-

cate.  He left and started his own company. They got mar-

ried in 1971 and moved to the Bay Area where Chuck was 

from. 

In the Bay Area, Linda quickly went from being a paralegal 

to becoming the top administrator in a law firm with 220 

attorneys.  In the 1980õs her firm undertook a major remod-

eling project which she enjoyed working on so much that 

she soon became project manager for a large building and 

remodeling corporation.  She admits to being extremely well 

organized and strongly project-oriented!  Also, since she was 

one of only a very small number of women in this field, she 

worked mostly with men (probably keeping them on task 

and target..?).  She had big responsibilities and accom-

plished them all while also raising three children.  Chuck 

had to spend much time traveling for his consulting firm.  

She attributes much of her success to good help and her 

own organizational skills. 

She and Chuck started thinking about retirement and spent 

four years looking for the perfect spot. In 1996 they were 

visiting friends in Scottsdale who suggested they visit the 

Tucson area.  They actually òstumbledó on to SaddleBrooke 

while driving around.  As usual, they came òover the hilló 

and were awed.  A week later, they flew back and bought a 

house.  Because they were both still working, they rented 

out the house until 2000 when they finally were able to 

move in.  Linda continued to work for her firm for another 

two years from Arizona while Chuck quickly became a 

personal trainer at the fitness center.  The tennis program 

here was a huge draw for the DePews. 

In California, Linda and Chuck played a lot of USTA tennis.  

Linda had captained 3.0 teams while Chuck played at the 

4.0 level.  When she finally stopped working, Linda went 

back to her love of tennis and has been captaining 3.5 

Senior and Super Senior teams for over 5 years.  She 

served the STC by being in charge of the Orientation Com-

mittee for three years.  Her organizational skills were 

quickly recognized and she was appointed to the HOA#1 

Tennis Committee and currently serves as chairperson.  

She really enjoys this job where she works closely with the 

HOA#1 Director of Operations.  The Committee is mainte-

nance-oriented focusing on court-upkeep and budgeting 

issues.  This year their goal is new fencing for the courts.  

She has a wonderful committee and everyone works 

really well together. 

The DePews have five grandchildren who visit often.  

Linda continues her many pursuits and her major focus 

on tennis.  Unfortunately, Chuck has been in declining 

health, and Linda spends much time assisting him with 

his many needs.   

Linda is an extremely up-beat woman who takes on re-

sponsibilities and quietly fulfills all of them with dignity 

and perseverance.  SaddleBrooke and the STC are most 

fortunate to have Linda DePew living here and helping our 

community grow and improve!
